This 2~ story clapboard structure is marked by its rambling form due to several additions (19 c.) and the final joining of the old barn/carraige house via breezeway. The entrance with its rederal hooded porch is original. The 2nd floor ( windows are only 2~ to 3 feet, (Colonial feature1 below the roof line. The house also has a central chinmey, with an original bee-hive oven in the present living room. House rests Gn a stone foundation, while in the attic and cellar are hand hewn pegged beams. There are 2 wells' on the property: one for house and one for the animals.

Ridgefield is fortunate to h~ve such a complete example of mid 1700's farm living through~his architectural complex. Not only is the house with its additions still intact, but so is the barn/carriage house, 2 wells, and the landscaping as it was originally conceived and developed. A stone wall circumscribes the large rectangular plot of land at times along with a 6 foot picket fence-while in the yar d and behind the house are apple trees, boxwoods, birch and assorted other trees. Especially in the case of farms, it is important to consider the to~1l environment in its relation to the buildings, when noting the historical merit of the sires.

Mr. Olmstead has farmed this land since 1943 and recalls pasturing cows 
w~ere now the swamp has encroached.

The home is 2½ stories, clapboard and ~ 
topped with a gabled roof. The present front facade (gable) is defined by 
Greek Revival cornice returns, 3 bays wide,with entrance in an enclosed 
shed on lower left bay.

18. HISTORICAL OR ARCHITECTURAL IMPORTANCE: 

The original house appears to be Federal with a Greek Revival addition 
(about 1850) with Victorian bays added at turn of the- century. ;When tt ·waa 
originally built the entrance was on the laterals de. en owners de­
cided to remodel the home and ''Greek Revivalize" it they moved the entrance 
to its present location, added cornice returns and attic windows. The 
Victorian additions are on the other lateral side, both 1 & 2 stories. The 
barn off this side is of an early date, probably built when original house 
was, though shingles were a Victorian remodeling.

Circa 1730, it was operated by 
Benjamin Burt who came here from Redding. This family proliferated and spread into the 
Mamanasco Lake area and from there to Old West Mountain Rd. By the late 1800• s other industry 
had been established below the sawm:illJ(see above); and a small self-sufficient community with its own store, school, and post office developed at the base ot the hill. In the year 1800, 
Jabez Mix Gilbert turned the sawmill into a bark mill to supply his tannery (at the base of 
Sawmill Hill Rd.).

17. This house. originally a second stage two story house one room deep 
with two downstairs rooms,underwent dramatic changes in the 19th century. 
The first alteration occurred in 1840 at which time the roof was raised 
and turnes at a 90 degree axis to the original. Two downstairs rooms were 
added at this time and additions made to the upstairs bedrooms. Around 
1870 a "wrap-a-round porch of late Italianate design was added. Though 
most of this veranda is no longer extant, the ovmers have preserved tbh 
columns in their barn. They are of the high Victorian Italianate revival 
st~le of the 1870s. Around the time of this second alteration two handsome 
marble mantels were added to the front rooms. One of these is black, of 
Neo-Greque design, the other is white and of Rococco revival design in a 
style preualent circa 1860. Both are false front, non working fireplaces. 

An attached shed of early 19th century date on a side facade is incorpor­
ated in the roof line of that portion of the porch which is still extant. 
The second storey windovs on the gable end which fronts Sher ood Road date 
from the earlier renovation in 1840, but the paired windows seen in the 
rear on the ground floor are of early 20th century date. 

Interior elements of interest include a very early steep narrow stair in 
an unusual location for a Colonial house.

MILK HOUSE: 

The stone milk house behind the residence is stone, beautifully laid up 
wcth recessed interstices giving a slightly cobbled appearance. Granite 
sills and lintels and granite flooring are found on the loading platform . 
Clapboard siding appears on the gables. A stome chimney and narrow wainscot 
on cieling and stair are other interior features of note.in this building 
which so clearly bears tee stamp of "CRAFTSMAN" styling of the early 20th 
century.

Though several alterations have occurred., the salt box form basically remains,. giving 
Ridgefield not only an example of the style as it was conceived for outbuildings, but also, 
a very late development of the form.

This was not the result of additions, but rather 
part of the plan of the house from the very beginning. More than anything else, this shows 
the influence of the contemporaneQ'Us estates being built at the time and the whimsies of the 
carpenter/builder to carry out his own fantasies (also noted in leaded glass in dormers).

In 192 4 he sold it to Dr. William Eckes of New York 
City for a summer home. Franklin and Martha Lischke purchased the property in 1959 and after 
extensive alterations sold it in 1973 to Mr. & Mrs. Lennett. This house is a textbook example 
of the late Colonial style - being a full two stories, central chimney, gabled roof, evenly 
articulated bays with a simple pattern book doorway. Shed roofed additions are to the south 
while a wing added to the rear (north} is actually a 1750 house moved to that location from New 
London, Connecticut and butted to the old house at 90 degree angles.

The origin 
structure has had a one storey addition abutted to its North and Eatt facades, and a 
prostyle porch added around 1890. Porch supports are turned posts, balustrade a plain stick 
form familiar on Colonial Revival houses in the vernacular vein. 
The large windo11s on the porch are consistent Hith the size of those seen in houses built 
at this time, despite the fact that in plan and conception this little building is a 
remnant of the earlier Colonial form.

This house is of significance uithin the context of the streetscape on Olmstead Lane 
because it is the oldest house on this, the Sotifb section of Olmstead Lane. 

It is also of interest as an example of the really long lag time in 1idgefields buildin~ 
patterns of the 18th and eary 19th centuries relative to the architectural progress of 
other comro.uni ties ihich surrounded the totm. Due to the lack of accessabili ty of the town, 
located as it was off the beaten track, Ridgefield, which uas then a simple agricultur­
al communiw had almost no contact with other touns in its area and therefore did not 
readily perceive the changes in style of the then current architecural mode. This 
accounts for the persistence, as we see here, of earlier forms past the period one expects~

18. HISTORICAL OR ARCHITECTURAL IMPORTANCE: (Architect and Builder - Unknown) 
Judging from the stonewalls in the front and on the atreetside, the property seems to 
be older than the home. However, property is so overgrown, its impossible to discover 
if an old foundation exists. Stylistically, this is a one of a kind home for Ridgefield, 
It appears as a carpenter's dream come true. Built as it stands today, it is a small 
Victorian home that is a mishmash of styles: The long. projecting roofline and dormers 
are the influence of the et-aftsmen movement. The bay window and decoratively sawn 
cornice above are extremely picturesnue and show the influence of Downing. The cornice 
returns and hooded porch are left-over characteristics of Colonial revival, while the 
board and batten exterior with its pierced ornament and miniature-paned windows are 
whimsical Queen Anne features.

A complex form for a colonial building due to numerous additions. However, it clearly points 
out how family businesses grew and prospered out of the home, illustrating dow early

The Little Red School House at the intersection of West Lane stands on 
a triangular piece of ground at the junction of four roads, as was the custom 
in the 18th Century.

Century. 

At that time the building consisted of unpainted clapboards 011 a woOOl'll 
frame, with the inner walls plastere<l. The interior wa,, diYided into t .-o s:ec• 
lions, with a smaJI entrr set off within the double door. This st:rved lo kerp 
the cold out of the schoolroom when thf' door wa opened. and prO\ ide<l l>pace 
for the children's outer clothing and boots. A large chimney of field:,tone and 
mortar was built at the far end with a fireplace that wa six feet wide and 
four feet deep. 

The benches consisted of slabs, cut from the rounded exterior of a log. 
which were useless for other purposes. They were mounted on four supports 
or legs of wood set into auger holes. 

The main part of the school was built in about 1750. At some later date 
the chimney· and fireplace were removed and the schoolroom extended to the 
present dimension. An iron stove was installed for hf'ating the structure, and 
during the last period of its u~e. tht· ~to\·e , ·a~ l&aleci in the center of the 
. choolroom.

Of special note are the cobblestone Tuscan columns supporting 
the hipped hood over the garage door; the shed roofed dormers with the undula­
ting eyebrow windows both on the barn and the caretakers home, and the oriel 
window with its swooping hipped roof. The broad overhanging roof throughout 
gives these buildings a sense of unit¥, while elaborating on the shingle 
theme.
